e Each session's participants will be met and ushered to their seats. All participants will be able to watch
the other participants in the session perform.

e Participants are to perform on the sanctuary. Participants are to enter the sanctuary from their seats in
the Church.

e Alectern, complete with microphone, is available should you wish to use it.
e  Students must supply their own Bible.

e Participants will need to demonstrate the ability to read from the Bible, not memorise, and to develop
eye contact with the listeners.

e Participants must adhere to the 3 minute time limit.
e The Section Coordinator will introduce each participant unless instructed otherwise.

e Written comments will be provided along with a Certificate of Participation to each of the items at the
end of the session.

e A copy of the Festival’s Etiquette & Duty of Care document is attached.
Note: It is the responsibility of all schools to have a First Aid Kit or adequate provisions at every
performance. Each school is responsible for their own students.
