Please Read

A large amount of students and choirs will be performing at the Vasto Club, over this five-day period. The
logistics of organising this Festival event are quite enormous and your cooperation with following requests
and instructions would assist greatly with the smooth running of performances.

Please ensure you familiarise yourself with the Rules of the Festival for this section. These can

¢ Due to any seating restrictions which may be in place and for health & safety practices, please wait
outside until the session before has completed. If on arrival at the venue a session is in progress,

participants are asked to be as quiet as possible until they are ushered to their seats.

o To assist with time management, students must be seated in the order of placement on the choral

risers and move on and off as quickly as possible.

e Seating plan/s are attached to this document. Should the seating plan be changed due to withdrawals,
a choir will move into the vacant seating, hence students must be familiar with entering from either side

of the stage.

o Please enter & exit from the side of the aisle (not the middle).

e The Choral risers accommodate 80 students (maximum) and are placed in front of the stage on ground
level. Additional students, if any, need to be placed in front of the choir risers on the floor.

e Please Note - No backing music is allowed, accompanist only.

e Participants will introduce their own item, including the name of their school.

e Each choir will be presented with a written adjudication report. Participants may not speak to the
adjudicator.

e All Festival performers are reminded that they are bound by the laws of copyright. Following
adjudication, all photocopies of music will be destroyed if they are not AMCOS copies.

Note: It is the responsibility of all schools to have a First Aid Kit or adequate provisions at every
performance. Each school is responsible for their own students.

TESTING & TAGGING

Please ensure that all testing and tagging of any electrical cables and/or equipment is visible and has
been passed by a qualified electrician. If any faults occur within a venue as a result of your equipment
not being tagged or passed, the cost of the call out fee for an electrician to rectify the fault will be charged

to your school. Some venues may not allow a performance without the correct tagging.

¢ In the interest of safety and to ensure a smooth flow of traffic, buses are asked to drop-off/pick-up
students in front of the Vasto Club, then proceed to park at the back of the Vasto Club. Please

have your school’s name on display for easy identification.

¢ We ask that teachers have a mobile phone to contact bus drivers when a session has finished. This
will enable buses to line up ready for pick-up of students.
