• Participants will announce their name, school and item immediately prior to their performance. 
 

 

• Each ensemble will be presented with a written adjudication will be provided.  Participants may not 
speak with the adjudicator.

If any faults occur within a venue as a result of your equipment 
not being tagged or passed, the cost of the call-out fee for an electrician to rectify the fault will be charged 
to your school. Some venues may not allow a performance without the correct tagging. 
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TICKETING 
Please note: Due to the large capacity of students and instruments, there are no tickets available for 
this event. Seating for performers have been allocated – performers do not need tickets.  
 
RESPECT OF VENUE 
It is important that there are enough teachers travelling with and supervising students. There must be a 
teacher supervising the students (students are not to be left on their own) and students must remember to 
respect the property and adhere to any staff instructions at venues.
