All participants must be at the venue, at least 10 minutes prior to their scheduled session time and

endeavour to remain until the end of that session.

Due to any seating restrictions which may be in place and for health & safety practices, please wait
outside until the session before has completed.

Backing tracks, accompanist or performing unaccompanied are allowed. Students must bring their own
backing. For reliability on reproduction of sound — all students must bring their own mobile device and
speaker — ready to play (Preferably Bluetooth / Wireless) No CDs. Please ensure you test, check and
rehearse with your backing device at home, and have someone to work your device on the day. There
will be no time to test your device on the day.

Participants will announce their name, school, item, and introduce their accompanist (if provided)
immediately prior to their performance.

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e Participants must observe the given time limit for their section.

e A written adjudication report will be provided. Participants may not speak to the adjudicator.

e All Festival participants are reminded that they are bound by the laws of copyright.
Performers must provide the adjudicator with a photocopy of the original music. Performers should
retain the original music for practice purposes and for use on the day of performances. The
adjudication copy will be destroyed after the performance.

e |If music is not received by the published due date, or the item is changed after the closing date

of the online entry, the performance will not be eligible for an Award.

Note: It is the responsibility of all schools to have a First Aid Kit or adequate provisions at every
performance. Each school is responsible for their own students.
