e There is a strict timeframe in the programming of this section. Teachers are to please adhere
to the time limit in setting up on stage of instruments/equipment and to move on/off stage as
quickly as possible.

Participants will announce their name, school and item immediately prior to their performance.

Each ensemble will be presented with a written adjudication report. Participants may not speak with
the adjudicator.

e Check that no food or drink is consumed in the hall or warm-up area.

Performers are responsible for providing backing equipment adaptors and have music ready to play.

TESTING & TAGGING

Please ensure that all testing and tagging of any electrical cables and/or equipment is visible and has
been passed by a qualified electrician. If any faults occur within a venue as a result of your equipment
not being tagged or passed, the cost of the call-out fee for an electrician to rectify the fault will be charged

to your school. Some venues may not allow a performance without the correct tagging.
