Any instruments and equipment will need to be taken up a 
flight of stairs to the auditorium. Please ensure you have someone to assist you if you are to bring an 
exceptionally heavy instrument (e.g. Pedal Harp, Double Bass etc.) 
 

• Due to any seating restrictions which may be in place and for health & safety practices, please wait 
outside the venue until the session before has completed.  

 
 

• Check that no food or drink is consumed at the venue.

Performers will 
announce their name, school, item and composer immediately prior to their performance. 

 

• Performers must observe the given time limit for their section.   
 

• A written adjudication report will be provided.  Performers may not speak to the adjudicator. 
 

• All Festival performers are reminded that they are bound by the laws of copyright. 
 

• If music is not submitted to the Catholic Arts Office by the published due date, or the item is 
changed after the closing date of the online entry or on the performance date, the performance will 
not be eligible for an Award.  

 

• Performers should retain the original music for practice purposes and for use on the day of 
performance.   

 
Note: It is the responsibility of all schools to have a First Aid Kit or adequate provisions at every 
performance.  Each school is responsible for their own students.

If any faults occur within a venue as a result of your equipment 
not being tagged or passed, the cost of the call-out fee for an electrician to rectify the fault will be charged 
to your school. Some venues may not allow a performance without the correct tagging.

Seating for performers have been allocated – performers do not need 
tickets. Audience members will not be permitted into the venue without your scanned barcode and/or 
ticket.
